PLANNING & ORGANISATIONAL INNOVATION – PLANNING SECTION
  It is proposed to construct 4 no. single-storey residential units, each with 2 no. accompanying caravan bays, for traveller accommodation on a site off the Glenamuck Road. The existing roadway into the site will be widened and extended to the rear of the site, to provide access from the Glenamuck Road. The proposed development includes a landscaped play area in the centre of the scheme, and 4 no. car parking spaces in a landscaped area. It is noted that the layout of the dwellings and the location of the play area will allow passive surveillance of the play area. The boundaries of the site consist of hedging and trees which it is proposed to retain.

The site is bounded to the southeast by Wayside Celtic sports grounds; to the northeast by farmland; and to the northwest and southwest by land reserved for the Glenamuck Distributor Link Road. 
The site is zoned ‘B’ “to protect and improve rural amenity and to provide for the development of agriculture” under the 2010-2016 County Development Plan. ‘Traveller accommodation’ is ‘permitted in principle’ under this zoning objective. There is also an objective on the site “To provide accommodation for the Travelling Community”. 

The site is within the boundary of the 2013 Kilternan/Glenamuck Local Area Plan  (LAP) where it is located within Land Parcel 27c. Under the LAP the site is zoned for agriculture and the uses permitted are those permitted under ‘Objective B’ in the County Development Plan. There is also an objective on the site for ‘Traveller Accommodation’ and the LAP states that it is a designated Traveller Accommodation site to accommdate 4 no. halting sites and this use should be specifically encouraged. The LAP further states that the site should be accessed from the Glenamuck Distributor Link Road and it is noted that provisions have been made for this future access in the proposal.
The proposed development is subject to the Guidance for Planning Authorities on Appropriate Assessment of Plans and Projects in Ireland (Department of Environment, Heritage and Local Government, November 2009) and the 2011 Planning and Development Regulations. This requires that screening is carried out for all projects to examine if any impacts are likely on Natura 2000 Sites, that is, Special Areas of Conservation (SAC’s) and Special Protection Areas (SPA’s). I recommend that an Appropriate Assessment screening is carried out to determine if an Appropriate Assessment is required.
Having regard to the above, I recommend that the proposed development is in accordance with the provisions of the 2010-2016 County Development Plan, the 2013 Kilternan/Glenamuck Local Area Plan and with the proper planning and sustainable development of the area. I recommend that an Approriate Assessment screening is carried out and that the proposed development proceed to the Statutory Process in accordance with Part 8, Article 81 of the Planing and Development Regulations, 2001, as amended.  
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
