Context for the Proposed Part 8

The proposed development is to develop a site acquired by DLR as part of the Pottery Road Improvement Scheme to include the demolition of the existing bungalow on site and construction of a two storey block of four one-bed apartments. The site area is 442 square metres.

Site Location and Description
The site is located on Pottery Road which links Baker’s Corner to the Johnstown Road and was purchased as part of the road improvement scheme.  Pottery Road has recently been upgraded. The road has a mixture of residential single and two storey housing, both public and private; light industrial commercial uses, including Lidl Supermarket Warehousing and the back boundary to Rochestown Hospital, a centre for rehabilitation care.  There is an existing single storey house on the site.

Site Zoning
The site is located on lands zoned Objective ‘A’-To protect and/or improve residential amenity.   

Description of the proposed Part 8 Development
It is proposed to construct a new two storey four unit apartment block with access from the front (west). Each apartment will be 55 sq m in total area. The ground floor apartments will have gardens to the back, measuring 48sqm and 39sqm respectively. 

The first floor units will have west facing balconies with winter gardens, totaling 10 sq m per apartment, on the front elevation towards Pottery Road and will have a view of the Wicklow mountains. Each unit will have an entrance hall, living area, separate kitchen dining room, bathroom and double bedroom.

Externally, the walls will be finished in a smooth render with aluclad windows and a monopitch, standing seam metal roof with photovoltaic panels.

Parking 
Each apartment will have a designated parking space provided to the front of the 
apartment block within the site and some bicycling parking is also provided.
Landscaping
The front site will be paved in permeable, SUDs compliant paving.  Planted beds will be provided to the front site of the two ground floor units to create a semi-private, defensible zone. The bicycle parking flanking the entrance door will be sheltered by the overhang of the winter gardens at first floor level.  A bed of soft planting with two trees will be located in the corner of the front site at the junction of Pottery Road and Grange Close.  A screened bin store will be located along the boundary wall onto Pottery Road.

The private gardens for the two ground floor units at the rear of the development will be a combination of hard paving and soft landscaping with trees and grassed areas.
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
